Service Animals; Q&A 
A question that baffles many business owners, 
staff and private citizens is “what is a Service 
Animal?”  A service animal is any Guide Dog or 
animal officially trained to provide assistance to 
an individual with a visible or non-visible 
disability.  If they meet this definition, these 
animals are considered service animals 
regardless of whether they have been licenced 
or certified by a local or provincial government 
body.  Another question that often comes up is 
how to tell the difference between a service 
animal and a pet.  Many times, a person with a 
service animal is denied access to businesses 
because of this misidentification.  A service 
animal often (but not always) wears a special 
collar, coat or harness.  It is recommended that 
owners carry ID for the animal as proof in case 
this question comes up. 
Animals can be used as assistance in many 
situations with a variety of species and sizes.  A 
larger dog may guide a low to no vision person 
in their daily activities of navigation.  A smaller 
dog may sit on the lap of a wheelchair user and 
be trained to retrieve smaller dropped items 
otherwise lost to the person.  Assistance 
animals cannot be denied in a place of 
business or residence.   
You may not deny service to someone for 
having a service animal.  That said if the animal 
presents a disturbance (IE dog barking during a 
movie or in a quiet area) they may be excluded 
from that venue.  Another situation for denial of 
service is if a driver or desk assistant has a 
severe allergy to the animal.  If that is the case, 
an alternate venue or service person may be 
available to deliver the service or the service 
will be denied for safety reasons. 
It is always recommended that you have copies 
of documentation with you to settle any 
arguments about your right to visit places with 
your animal assistant.  For more information
